Regional School Forecast





Incredible weather overnight, as the temperature rose as a warm front moved through and the current temperature (at 7 AM) is 63. Compare that to our normal high of 47 and normal low of 26. But it won’t last much longer, as today will be the last warm day for a while. Rain is likely tonight, mainly from shortly after midnight through daybreak Friday. Then the long-awaited cold front will finally move through. Just how cold is the air mass? Yesterday I mentioned that it was -54 in Mayo in the Yukon Territory of Canada. This morning, Mayo has dropped to -60. Obviously it won’t be nearly that cold here, but highs will only be in the 40s from Saturday and beyond, and there could be a day where we don’t make it out of the 30s. That’s still a big change from the 60s and 70s we have had over the last couple of weeks. There will be a slight warm-up next Wednesday (highs in the lower 50s), but colder air will return next Thursday. There is a slight possibility of snow on Saturday 1/22. I decided to go ahead and mention it in my forecast, but I have low confidence and even if it does snow then it would probably be light.
