Regional School Forecast





Among other things, the dew point is a good representation of how cold an air mass is. With a clear sky and calm winds, the overnight low temperature will usually be about what the dew point was during the previous afternoon. The dew point has been hovering between 0 and 3 all day, which means that if we had clear conditions all night tonight, the temperature could drop to around 0. However, it is expected to become partly cloudy after midnight, which should keep temperatures from dropping quite that far. Also, my high temperature forecasts have been too high the past couple of days because all the computer models have underestimated just how cold this air mass is. I predicted highs in the mid to upper 30s Monday and today, but it only made it up to 30. As a result, I have drastically lowered my forecast high for Wednesday (from 43 to 34) along with my forecast highs for the rest of the week. There is a slight possibility of snow over the next couple of days, then a much better chance over the weekend. For more details on all the winter weather possibilities in my forecast, please see my Winter Weather Watch. In addition, some type of precip is possible on or around next Thursday (1/27), but at this point it could be rain or snow or anything in between.
