Regional School Forecast





There is a slight chance of a snow shower Thursday afternoon or evening, but I really doubt any snow will fall in this area. If it does, the temperature will be around 40, so the snow won’t stick. There is still quite a bit of uncertainty regarding the weekend winter storm. Right now, I am leaning towards a scenario in which the precipitation begins as snow Saturday afternoon, then changes to freezing rain Saturday evening. Freezing rain would continue throughout the night, then it would change back to snow for a little while early Sunday before ending by midday Sunday. Again, that is extremely uncertain, but right now that seems to be the most likely scenario. It is still too early to predict amounts; if it is all snow, the accumulation could be significant, but if a lot of it falls as freezing rain as I am currently thinking, that would hold snowfall accumulations down quite a bit. For more details, please see my Winter Weather Watch. There is also a chance of some type of precip around next Thursday (1/27), but it is looking like that may just be rain because the computer models are showing a brief warm-up during the second half of next week. The warm-up won’t be significant, but it looks like it will probably be warm enough to get rain.
