Forecast Discussion





Regional School Forecast





All of a sudden the computer models have trended much stronger with the system that will move through the area this evening. Originally there was only a slight chance of a brief snow shower, but it now appears likely that we will get some accumulating snow. We will probably only get around an inch or less, but it could be enough to cause some problems on the roads. I have left a 10% chance of snow in my forecast for Friday in case there is a lingering snow shower, but Friday will probably be dry. There continues to be a great deal of uncertainty regarding the weekend winter storm. As I said the other day, it would probably be sometime Friday before I had a good idea of what type of precip would fall in this area. Right now it looks like the primary precip type will be freezing rain, then it will change to snow late Saturday night before ending Sunday morning, but that is still very uncertain. It is still too early to predict amounts; if it is all snow, the accumulation could be significant, but if a lot of it falls as freezing rain as I am currently thinking, that would hold snowfall accumulations down quite a bit. For more details, please see my Winter Weather Watch. There is a chance of a few rain showers next Thursday, associated with another cold front.
