Regional School Forecast





Wow, this is one forecast that everyone busted...snow is beginning across the area now and will continue throughout the night. Some rain could mix in initially but it will turn to all snow by at least late this evening. The snow will continue through late tonight or very early Friday morning. It looks like we will get 2-4”; I am leaning towards the lower end of that range, but totals around 4” are certainly not out of the question. There continues to be a great deal of uncertainty regarding the weekend winter storm. As I said the other day, it would probably be sometime Friday before I had a good idea of what type of precip would fall in this area. Right now it looks like the primary precip type will be freezing rain, then it will change to snow late Saturday night before ending Sunday morning, but that is still very uncertain. It is still too early to predict amounts; if it is all snow, the accumulation could be significant, but if a lot of it falls as freezing rain as I am currently thinking, that would hold snowfall accumulations down quite a bit. For more details, please see my Winter Weather Watch. There is a chance of a few rain showers next Thursday, associated with another cold front.
