Regional School Forecast





Based on preliminary data, it looks like most places in the county got between 1.5 and 3 inches of snow last night. If you have measured the snowfall at your house, please use the link on my website to send me the amount so I can get a more accurate picture of how much snow fell throughout the county. Some lingering drizzle is possible this morning, otherwise today will just be cloudy and dry. The temperature will remain nearly steady today since it didn’t drop as much as was expected last night (it never got below 34, which is why the roads are mainly just wet). There is still a lot of uncertainty regarding the weekend winter storm, even though it is less than 36 hours away. The computer models are still all over the place with various forecasts. It should finally become more clear as to what will happen by my evening update tonight. For more details on the weekend winter storm, please see my Winter Weather Watch. We should see a bit of a warm-up for the first half of next week (highs in the 40s and possibly even lower 50s), then there is a chance of a few rain showers next Thursday, associated with another cold front.
