Regional School Forecast





The weekend winter storm just doesn’t look very impressive for this area. It will be a significant storm to our north; some locations in Maryland, Pennsylvania, and New Jersey could see over 18 inches of snow. But we will just be too far south to get anything significant. I expect freezing rain to fall Saturday afternoon, but ice accumulations should be ¼ inch at most and probably less than that. A lingering snow shower is possible Saturday night, but aside from that the precipitation will come to an end by Saturday evening. It will be a very cold weekend however, as temperatures will be stuck in the 20s on Saturday. It actually looks like we will see some partial sunshine on Sunday, but it will be very cold with temperatures struggling to reach 30. Very cold weather will continue Sunday night with lows near 10, then next week (or at least the first half of it) will be quite a bit warmer with highs closer to 50. Showers are possible on Wednesday and/or Thursday, but it doesn’t look like we will get anything significant from that system, and it does look like it will be warm enough for it to just be in the form of rain.
