Regional School Forecast





There are scattered areas of light snow, sleet, and freezing rain across the region this morning, but the main batch of precipitation won’t arrive until around midday or early afternoon, and it will be in the form of freezing rain. Ice could accumulate up to ¼ inch on elevated surfaces. Roads will likely become icy later today. The freezing rain will come to an end late this afternoon or this evening, then there is a 30 percent chance of scattered snow showers overnight. Little or no snow accumulation is expected, however. Sunday will be quite cold with temperatures struggling to reach 30, then next week will be much warmer with highs closer to 50. There is a chance of a few showers on Thursday, but that doesn’t look very likely. After a week or two of this warmer weather (highs in the 40s and 50s), colder weather should return for much of February.
