Regional School Forecast





A batch of snow is moving into the county from the west. It could weaken some as it crosses over the mountains, but I expect to see at least periods of light snow and possibly periods of moderate snow for the next several hours. I don’t expect much in the way of snow accumulation, but a dusting up to an inch or so is possible. Any snow that does fall will accumulate on top of the ice, making driving tonight and Sunday morning extremely dangerous. Sunday will be quite cold with temperatures struggling to reach 30, and therefore I don’t expect much if any melting during the day tomorrow. However, Monday and the rest of next week will be much warmer with highs closer to 50. There is a chance of a few showers on Thursday, but that doesn’t look very likely. After a week or two of this warmer weather (highs in the 40s and 50s), colder weather should return for much of February.
