Regional School Forecast





It got even colder than I thought it would overnight, as the temperature made it all the way down to 5 degrees. Since we are having a colder start to the day, I lowered my forecast high today from 45 to 39 because I doubt it will be able to make it into the mid 40s. Tuesday and Wednesday will be much warmer with highs in the lower 50s Tuesday and it could reach the lower 60s Wednesday, then more seasonable temperatures will return for Thursday and Friday behind another cold front. All of a sudden the upcoming weekend looks very interesting. There is now a chance of freezing rain throughout much of the weekend. Now, while you may think this looks similar to the forecast for this past winter storm, it is quite different. Last time, we were affected by a system that moved by well to our north, and as a result not much precipitation fell in this area. This time, the system will be coming up from the south, and will have lots of precipitation associated with it. If the models start to trend colder we could get snow or sleet, but at this time it looks like primarily a freezing rain event (if it happens at all that is; it is still very uncertain). Because of this system, I have resumed updates of the Winter Weather Watch.
