Excluding a brief period Saturday evening when the temperature climbed to 34, our temperature was at or below freezing for 72 straight hours, from 11 AM Friday through 11 AM Monday. Also, Monday morning’s low of 5 was our coldest temperature in over 2 years. The last time it was that cold was on January 18, 2003, when the low was 3. ... Today and Wednesday will be much warmer than the past few days, with highs in the lower 50s Tuesday and near 60 on Wednesday. Then, more seasonable temperatures will return for Thursday and Friday behind another cold front. The upcoming weekend continues to look very, very interesting due to what could turn out to be a significant winter storm. For all the details, please see my Winter Weather Watch. That storm could last as long as next Tuesday, then the rest of next week looks dry with slightly below normal temperatures.
