Regional School Forecast





The cold front is moving through this evening, and temperatures behind the front will be much colder than today was, with highs around 40. There is still a good chance of a winter storm, possibly significant, for the upcoming weekend. There are actually two separate systems that will move through over the course of a 3 or 4 day period. As all the winter storms seem to go around here, there continues to be a lot of uncertainty with this one, and that uncertainty is expected to continue through at least Friday before things start to become more clear. The timing in particular is difficult to nail down; at this point, it appears that the first system will bring precip from Saturday night through Sunday afternoon or evening, then the second storm will bring precip from sometime Monday through early Tuesday. Precip type is also difficult to determine because of the timing uncertainties, but right now it looks like the first storm will be primarily snow and sleet, possibly changing to freezing rain shortly before ending. The second storm will probably be primarily freezing rain and maybe even rain if it warms up enough, and it could change back to snow as it is coming to an end Tuesday morning. The rest of next week looks dry with slightly below normal temperatures.
