Regional School Forecast





Sunny and cold weather will continue Friday with highs near 40. As you have probably noticed, I have upped the chance of precipitation on Saturday and have changed it to all snow. For those of you who want snow, this weekend is now looking very, very good. Snow should begin late Saturday afternoon or evening and continue throughout Saturday night, ending early Sunday morning. It’s really too early to make an accumulation forecast, but I am making an early guess of 3 to 8 inches. That is a large range and will be reduced as we get closer to Saturday night, but at this point anything within that range is quite possible. Sunday will just be cloudy and cold with some lingering freezing drizzle possible. The second system will move in sometime Monday. This one looks to be mainly freezing rain, and it could change over to rain if temperatures warm up enough. However, there is a possibility that the models could turn colder and we could get more snow and sleet with the second one as well. The precip could change back over to snow briefly before ending Tuesday morning. As always, this is still uncertain and my forecast could change, so be sure to check back periodically for updates. The rest of next week looks dry with slightly below normal temperatures.
