Sunday: A 30 percent chance of snow or sleet early, otherwise cloudy with pockets of freezing drizzle. High 30 to 34.

Regional School Forecast





Snow will begin late Saturday afternoon or Saturday evening and continue through early Sunday morning. If all or most of the precipitation is in the form of snow, we could easily get 6 to 8 inches, and there is a slight possibility we could get even more than that. However, if it starts mixing with sleet, that will hold accumulations down. Most of the computer models keep it in the form of snow throughout most of the event, possibly mixing with some sleet towards the end. There is one model, however, that is much warmer. If it is right, we will only get a couple of inches of snow and sleet and mainly freezing rain. I really doubt it is right, but I wanted to alert you to that possibility, just in case it is. Lingering freezing drizzle is possible during the day Sunday, but the majority of the precip will end by about daybreak Sunday morning.
