Regional School Forecast





Snow will begin sometime Saturday afternoon and continue through early Sunday morning. I am predicting a total accumulation of 4 to 8 inches. If all or most of the precipitation is in the form of snow, expect totals on the higher end of that range, and amounts up to 10 inches aren’t out of the question. However, if sleet starts mixing in sooner, that will hold accumulations down, and total accumulations would be closer to the lower end of the 4-8” range. Most of the computer models keep it in the form of snow throughout most of the event, possibly mixing with some sleet towards the end. Lingering freezing drizzle is possible during the day Sunday, but the majority of the precip will end by early Sunday morning. Most of the computer models have now completely lost the second winter storm (that was predicted to hit on Monday). Instead of giving us a second winter storm, the models just move it into the Gulf of Mexico where it dissipates and doesn’t really affect anybody. So, I have removed the chance of precip from my forecast for Monday and Tuesday. As of now, all of next week looks dry with near-normal temperatures.
