Regional School Forecast





The winter storm is slowly approaching the area this morning, and snow should begin between 1 and 3 PM this afternoon. If you look at a radar, don’t be fooled by how close the snow may look. The air is very dry, and after snow begins falling in the upper atmosphere, it will take 2 to 3 hours before it moistens up the air enough to reach the ground. However, once it does start to snow, it will continue for the rest of the day, through tonight, and into early Sunday morning. It looks like the precipitation will be in the form of snow through at least midnight tonight, then it could begin mixing with sleet after midnight. I do not think we will get any freezing rain, or if we do we won’t get much, as this looks to be primarily a snow and sleet event. My accumulation forecast has not changed and is still 4 to 8 inches. I am leaning toward the higher end of that range, and amounts higher than 8 inches are possible if most or all of the precip falls in the form of snow. However, it is possible that it could change to sleet earlier than expected, and in that case we may only get 4 or 5 inches, which is why I have such a wide range. I will try to narrow the range in my evening update. Next week looks sunny with a warming trend, then rain is possible around next Monday (2/7) with a strong cold front.
