Regional School Forecast





Well, sometimes you’re just going to miss it, and I sure did today. This wasn’t really a case of overforecasting amounts though as I have done often in the past. I just thought more of the precipitation would have fallen in the form of snow, and if that had happened we would currently have 4 to 6 inches. Sleet and freezing rain will continue off and on throughout the night. Some snow could mix in toward morning, but I really doubt we will see any more snow from this system. Significant ice accumulations are possible overnight, however. Roads will be in very poor condition so do not travel unless absolutely necessary. The majority of the precipitation will end by daybreak, but some lingering light precip is possible through midday Sunday. Next week looks dry and much warmer with highs rebounding into the 40s and 50s. One computer model is once again showing a snowstorm late next week. It was predicting one for next Saturday at one point yesterday, then it lost the storm, and now it is predicting one for next Friday (2/4). I really doubt that will happen at this point, but it is something to watch. Regardless, the warmer weather won’t last too long, as much of February should be cold.
