Regional School Forecast





The majority of the precipitation has moved out of the area. Light freezing drizzle will probably continue throughout this morning, but I don’t expect any more significant precipitation. The upcoming week is expected to be dry with near-normal temperatures. There is a slight possibility of a snowstorm Thursday or Friday. However, right now it looks like the system will be too far east to bring any snow to this area, so I have decided not to add a chance of snow to my forecast for now. It may end up following a similar track to the Christmas storm, which dumped snow in the eastern Carolinas but was about 100 miles too far southeast of here to give us any snow. Rain is possible next Monday or Tuesday (2/7 or 2/8) associated with what will probably be a strong cold front, and much colder temperatures are expected to return behind the front. ... Note: Evening updates will be suspended until a threat of wintry weather reenters the forecast.
