Regional School Forecast





Partly cloudy conditions will continue through Wednesday, with near-normal highs in the upper 40s. A low-pressure system will approach from the south Wednesday night, and snow is likely here beginning sometime Thursday morning. Sleet and freezing rain could mix in Thursday afternoon, and the precipitation could change to all rain by late Thursday. With all those different possibilities, there is obviously still a great deal of uncertainty with this system. It is a very odd storm in several ways, which is leading to even more uncertainty than normal. I have decided to go with an early guess of 1 to 4 inches of snow accumulation. If the track is just right, the potential is there for more snow than that. However, the track usually doesn’t work out just right (as the last storm showed us), so for now I am only expecting fairly light snow accumulations. The precipitation should end early Friday morning. Much warmer temperatures will briefly move in next weekend with highs in the 50s and possibly even lower 60s, then there is a chance of rain associated with a strong cold front next Monday. Colder temperatures will return behind the front.
