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Winter Storm Watch for Thursday


Wednesday: Partly cloudy. High 45 to 50.


Wednesday Night: Becoming cloudy. A 50 percent chance of snow or sleet after midnight. Low 27 to 32.


Thursday: Snow, possibly mixed with sleet at the onset. High 30 to 34. Total snow accumulation 2 to 5 inches, with locally higher amounts possible.


Thursday Night: Cloudy with a 50 percent chance of snow, mainly before midnight. Temperatures nearly steady or slowly rising into the lower 30s.

Regional School Forecast





The winter storm is slowly approaching and should arrive late tonight or early Thursday. It now appears that most, or possibly all, of the precipitation will be in the form of snow. It could mix with sleet a little at the onset, so if the precip does start as sleet, it should change to all snow before long. There is a slight possibility that the precip could change to sleet or rain late in the day Thursday, but I feel like most of the precip will move out of the area before temperatures get warm enough to support anything other than snow. I have raised my forecast accumulation slightly to 2 to 5 inches. This is the type of storm where some areas could see a heavy band of snow, which is why locally higher amounts are possible. There is a significant difference between the two main computer models that I use; one only gives us 2-3” of snow, while the other gives us 8-12”. The latter was the one that had the best forecast for the last winter storm, so amounts much higher than my 2-5” forecast are possible, but I doubt we will get quite as much as that model is predicting. The snow will end Thursday evening. Much warmer temperatures will briefly move in this weekend with highs in the 50s and possibly even lower 60s, then there is a chance of rain associated with a strong cold front around Monday.
