Regional School Forecast





Snow will begin Thursday morning, most likely between 6 and 8 AM, but possibly a little later than that. The precipitation could start as sleet or rain but will change to snow shortly thereafter. Snow will continue through early to mid-afternoon, then it will begin to taper off and end by late afternoon. The temperature may be a couple of degrees above freezing when the precipitation begins, but as the precip falls it will cool the atmosphere, and I expect the temperature to be right around 30 during much of the day Thursday. I have lowered my accumulation forecast back to about the same thing I predicted as an early guess yesterday (my early guess was 1-4”). The storm just doesn’t look as impressive as it once did. I think most locations will get at least 2 inches of snow, but some places (possibly locations in southeastern Henry County such as Ridgeway and Axton) may only get an inch or so because they could get more sleet and rain at the onset. This will be a very short-lived cold period, as highs will rebound into at least the mid 40s on Friday. Highs will be in the 50s and possibly even lower 60s over the weekend. Rain is possible on Monday, and possibly beyond that. I have rather low confidence in my forecast for next week at this point.
