Regional School Forecast





Snow and sleet is falling across the area this morning and will continue through about 10 or 11 AM. After that, scattered snow or rain showers are possible throughout the afternoon, but the vast majority of the precipitation will fall before 11 AM. It started a few hours earlier than I had predicted, and as a result it will also end a little earlier. I am predicting total snow and sleet accumulations of 1 to 2 inches. This will be a very short-lived cold period, as highs will rebound into the lower 50s on Friday. Temperatures will climb into the lower to mid 60s from Saturday through the middle of next week. A strong cold front will bring rain on Thursday (the one I was predicting for Monday; it has been delayed), then much colder temperatures will return on Friday. Over the past 2 or 3 months we have been in a pattern in which the first half of each month is warm and the second half is cold. It looks like that will continue in February, with warm weather through about the 10th, then a transition period, and a return to much colder weather by the middle of the month.
