Regional School Forecast





(Evening updates will resume today.) Warm weather will continue today and Wednesday, with highs in the 60s today and 50s tomorrow. There have been drastic changes in the forecast for Thursday. All of the computer models are now predicting a winter storm for this area. I had been talking about this possibility for several days, but I thought that it would probably just be an all-rain event. However, now it looks like it will be mostly or all snow. The computer models vary greatly with how much snow they give us, one only gives us a dusting while another gives us over 8 inches. I’m going with a compromise and I am also remembering how other winter storms this winter tended to end up with less snow than was predicted, so I’m going with an early guess of 1 to 4 inches. Higher amounts are possible, but right now I think that range is most likely. There is still a slight possibility that the storm could track further north, and if that happens, we may only get a little snow before it changes to rain. There is still a lot of uncertainty regarding this storm (it seems like I say that a lot, doesn’t it?), so be sure to check back for updates. Rain is possible on February 28, then very cold weather is possible after that.
