Regional School Forecast





Warm weather will continue on Wednesday, with highs in the 50s. However, very different weather is in store for Thursday. Snow is likely, starting sometime between midnight Wednesday night and early Thursday morning. Sleet or freezing rain could mix in at the onset, but this appears to be primarily a snow event. There is a slight chance that it could be warmer and we could get freezing rain or rain instead, but that is very unlikely. I am sticking with my early guess of 1 to 4 inches for now. All the computer models give us more snow than that, but they have predicted more snow than we actually received for every winter storm so far this year. Still, the potential is there for accumulations of over 4 inches, if everything goes just right. The heaviest snow will likely fall in a west-to-east band across central Virginia. There is still a lot of uncertainty regarding this storm (it seems like I say that a lot, doesn’t it?), so be sure to check back for updates. Rain is possible on February 28, then very cold weather is possible after that.
