Regional School Forecast





Warm weather will continue today, with highs in the 50s. However, very different weather is in store for Thursday. Snow and sleet will most likely start between 3 and 6 AM Thursday, and continue through the early afternoon hours Thursday before tapering off to freezing drizzle. Total accumulation will depend on how much of the precip falls as snow and how much falls as sleet. I am predicting total accumulations of 1 to 3 inches, however, if most of the precip falls in the form of snow, amounts higher than that are possible. The heaviest snow will likely fall in a west-to-east band across central Virginia. The upcoming weekend will be sunny, but not as warm as the last few weeks, with highs around 50. A winter storm or rain is now possible on Monday, February 28. I had been predicting just rain, but one computer model has drastically changed its forecast and now predicts snow for this area on Monday. Given the current weather pattern, that model’s forecast makes the most sense, so I have added the possibility of snow or a wintry mix back into my forecast. Very cold weather will arrive by the middle of next week, then another winter storm is possible next Friday or Saturday (March 4 or 5).
