Regional School Forecast





Like all the winter storms so far this season, what once looked like a storm that would bring us a decent snowfall now looks much worse (or better, if you don’t like snow). I am now expecting a mainly sleet and rain event, and I doubt temperatures will drop below freezing at any point during the winter storm. Precipitation will begin tonight, most likely between 3 and 5 AM. It will probably start as rain, then transition to a mixture of sleet and rain. Freezing rain is possible if the temperature drops to the freezing mark, but right now that appears unlikely except in higher elevations. The sleet and rain mixture should come to an end between 10 AM and noon. I do not expect much in the way of accumulation; about a half inch of sleet at most. The upcoming weekend will be sunny with highs in the 50s. A winter storm or rain is now possible on Monday, February 28. I had been predicting just rain, but one computer model has drastically changed its forecast and now predicts snow for this area on Monday. Given the current weather pattern, that model’s forecast makes the most sense, so I have added the possibility of snow or a wintry mix back into my forecast. Very cold weather will arrive by the middle of next week, then another winter storm is possible next Friday or Saturday (March 4 or 5).
