Regional School Forecast





Another disappointing winter storm is moving through the area this morning. Rain will continue, possibly mixed with sleet and snow at times, through about 9 or 10 AM. Scattered showers are possible for a couple of hours after that, but all precipitation should come to an end by midday or by early afternoon at the latest. Little or no sleet or snow accumulation is expected. The next 3 days (Friday through Sunday) will be sunny with highs in the upper 40s to mid 50s. Rain is likely on Monday. There is a possibility that we could get a winter storm, but after what happened today and with all the other potential winter storms so far this year, this one will probably turn out to be all rain as well. Very cold weather will arrive by the middle of next week, then there is a slightly better chance of a winter storm sometime late next week or next weekend (between March 4 and 6).
