Regional School Forecast





You may be wondering why forecasts (mine along with everyone else’s) have generally been pretty bad this winter, especially the times when a major winter storm was predicted, but we ended up just getting light wintry precip mixed with rain, or sometimes all rain. Basically, the computer models have been horrible this year. I don’t really know why, and to my knowledge no one else knows either, but they sure have been. For example, just 24 hours before the precip began Thursday morning, most models were predicting that we would get 3-6 inches of snow, and no rain at all. Then, they suddenly made a significant shift to the north about 12 hours before the precip began, and started forecasting mainly rain which is what ended up happening. But something similar has happened with every single winter storm this year, and that is why forecasts have generally been bad. ... Today through Sunday will be fairly sunny with highs around 50. Rain is likely on Monday; I am almost certain now that this will be an all-rain event, although there is still a very slight possibility of a little wintry weather at the onset of the precip. Very cold weather will arrive by the middle of next week, then there is a slightly better chance of a winter storm sometime late next week or next weekend (between March 4 and 6).
