Regional School Forecast





A very tricky forecast is setting up for late Sunday through Monday morning. The possibility exists that we could get a winter storm, however, I still think most or all of the precipitation will probably fall in the form of rain. There is a chance of some snow at the beginning and end of the event, but I think the rest of it will just be rain. It will be a cold rain though, with temperatures in the mid 30s. The precip will come to an end Monday morning, then expect dry weather with near-normal temperatures for much of next week. A winter storm is possible on or around next Friday, March 4. There is an increasing chance that we will get some snow then, however, the system does not look very strong so I don’t expect anything significant.
