Regional School Forecast





(Note: I have updated the snowfall forecast maps in my Winter Weather Watch.) This continues to be a very difficult forecast because of the possible winter storm Sunday night and Monday. I still think we will get mostly rain, however, I think the rain/snow line will most likely set up about 50 to 100 miles west of here, so it will be close. Any slight shift in the storm track could drastically change the forecast. But for now, I am still predicting a mainly rain event, with some snow or sleet possible. Most of the precipitation will fall between midnight Sunday night and mid-morning Monday. However, an upper-level low will move through Monday afternoon or evening, and could bring a few more rain or snow showers to the area. After that precip comes to an end, expect dry weather with near-normal temperatures for the middle 3 days of next week. A winter storm is possible on or around next Friday, March 4. There is an increasing chance that we will get some snow then, however, the system does not look very strong so I don’t expect anything significant. Looking father ahead, there is another possible winter storm on or around Monday, March 7.
