Sunday: Increasing clouds. High 45 to 50.


Sunday Night: Snow, most likely beginning between 7 and 9 PM. The snow may be heavy at times. Low 27 to 32. Snow accumulation 3 to 6 inches, with higher amounts possible.


Monday: Snow ending by mid-morning. A 40 percent chance of snow showers the rest of the day. High 32 to 37.


Monday Night: Cloudy with a 20 percent chance of snow showers. Low 27 to 32.

Regional School Forecast





I have spent the last two hours analyzing all the data I could find, because I did not want to change my forecast unless I was absolutely sure that this would not be an all-rain event. I’m still not absolutely sure, but close. Every single computer model except one is predicting a blizzard or at least a significant snowstorm tonight. One model is alone in continuing to predict an all-rain event. I had been siding with that model. However, based on the current radar data, it appears that that one model is probably wrong and the rest are most likely correct. So, I have decided to make a drastic change to my forecast. I currently think there is about a 90% chance that this is a significant snowstorm, and about a 10% chance that it will be a mostly rain event. Those odds are just too much to go against. Assuming that my new forecast is correct...snow will move into the area this evening, and continue through early Monday morning. The snow could be heavy at times. Rain or sleet could mix in at the onset, but this will primarily be an all-snow event. Most of the snow will have fallen by daybreak Monday, but an upper-level low could bring some more light snow during the day Monday. I am predicting total accumulations of 3 to 6 inches. However, much higher amounts are possible.
