Regional School Forecast





Based on the latest data, a significant snowstorm still appears likely tonight into Monday morning. The only change I have made since my morning update is to move back the starting time by an hour because the system does appear to be moving a little bit slower than expected. I am still predicting 3 to 6 inches of snow. Higher amounts are quite possible, but I don’t want to make an extreme forecast, so I am being conservative with a 3-6” forecast for now. Also, if you recall this morning I talked about one computer model that was still predicting rain while all the others were predicting snow; that model is now predicting snow as well, which makes me very confident in my forecast. I encourage you to make preparations this afternoon in case you are unable to get out for a couple of days, if we do get more than my current 3-6 inch forecast. The snow will end by mid-morning Monday, then scattered snow showers are possible throughout the rest of the day. Tuesday through Thursday will be dry with highs in the 40s, then there is a chance of light snow on or around Friday. Another winter storm is possible on or around March 7. However, I am focusing on tonight’s snowstorm for now and will start to discuss the other two possible storms in a couple of days.
