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Winter Storm Warning through 4 PM Mon


Sunday Night: Snow or rain this evening, changing to all snow by midnight. Snow may be heavy at times after midnight. Low 27 to 32.


Monday: Snow ending by mid-morning. A 40 percent chance of snow showers the rest of the day. High 32 to 37. Total snow accumulation 3 to 7 inches, with higher amounts possible.


Monday Night and Tuesday: A 40 percent chance of snow showers through Tuesday morning. Low 27 to 32. High 39 to 45.

Regional School Forecast





A large area of precipitation is moving into the area this evening. It should arrive here between 9 and 11 PM. It may start as rain or as a mixture of rain and snow, but will change to all snow around or before midnight. Snow, heavy at times, will continue through mid-morning Monday. I am sticking with basically the same forecast; I did change it from 3-6” to 3-7” because it is starting to look like we may get even more than I have been predicting. If rain mixes in initially, that would hold totals down a bit. However, the current data suggests that the rain/snow line may be even further south of where I was predicting it to set up. If the precip starts as snow and no rain mixes in, totals could be as high as 8 or 10 inches. Most of the snow will be over by Monday morning, but a couple of weak systems will move through after that, keeping a chance of scattered snow showers in the forecast through Tuesday morning. Tuesday through Thursday will be dry with highs in the 40s, then there is a chance of light snow on or around Friday. Another winter storm is possible on or around March 7. However, I am focusing on tonight’s snowstorm for now and will start to discuss the other two possible storms in a couple of days.
