Regional School Forecast





Based on reports I have received this morning, snowfall totals so far range from 4 to 5 inches in the northwestern part of the county to 2 to 3 inches in the southeastern part of the county. Locations throughout the county can expect another 2 inches or so before the snow ends between late morning and midday. After that, snow showers are possible from this afternoon through about midnight tonight, but little or no additional accumulation is expected. Tuesday through Friday will be dry with highs in the 40s, then there is a chance of light snow on Saturday. This system does not look very impressive however, and even if it does snow we probably wouldn’t get much in the way of accumulation. Another winter storm is possible somewhere between March 7 and 10.
