Today and Thursday will be mostly sunny with highs in the mid 40s to lower 50s. There is still a chance of light snow on Friday, however, that system continues to look weaker and it may be too far north to give us any snow. I still think we will see at least a little bit of snow, but it definitely won’t be anything significant. About the most we could get would be an inch of snow accumulation on grass, and even that much is unlikely. We will see a warming trend begin after that, with highs around 60 by the first part of next week. Rain is possible next Wednesday evening (changed from Tuesday evening in my previous forecast) associated with a cold front. That cold front will bring one last blast of cold air with it. There is a chance of a winter storm on or around next Friday, 3/18. Spring-like weather should arrive a few days after that.
