Regional School Forecast





Two fairly weak low-pressure systems will move through the area over the next couple of days. Because of that, we have a chance of rain or snow showers from Friday morning through mid-afternoon Friday, then again from late Friday evening through Saturday morning. The precipitation that falls from the first system could be either rain or snow, and the precipitation that falls from the second system should be all snow. However, keep in mind that there is just a 50 percent chance of precip, which  means there is also a 50 percent chance that we won’t get anything. Even if it does snow, it would be light and short-lived, and I do not expect much if any accumulation. After that, expect a period of warmer weather from Sunday through next Wednesday with highs in the 50s to near 60. Rain is possible on or around next Wednesday (3/16) associated with a cold front. One last blast of cold air will move in behind the front for the second half of next week. A winter storm is still possible on or around next Friday (3/18), then it looks like warm weather will most likely return for good after that.
