Regional School Forecast





The forecast over the next 3 days is very complicated, but I finally have fairly high confidence after having rather low confidence in my forecast over the past few days. There are actually three separate systems that will move through over the next 48 hours. The first one will move through later today. We could have gotten a little snow if the precip had moved in this morning, but that is not going to happen so there is no longer a chance of snow today. Instead, there is a chance of scattered showers and thunderstorms this afternoon. There is even a slight possibility that some thunderstorms could produce gusty winds and small hail. The second system will move through after midnight tonight. This one is very weak and we probably won’t get anything from it, but if we do, it will probably be in the form of snow. However, temperatures should be above freezing, so no snow accumulation is expected. The third system will bring a chance of snow or rain after midnight Saturday night. Little or no snow accumulation is expected then. Rain is possible next Thursday associated with a cold front, then the last chance of a winter storm this season is around next Saturday (3/19). It looks like warm weather will most likely return for good after that.
