Regional School Forecast





Rain is likely tonight. There is a slight possibility that some snow could mix in after midnight, but it now looks like the precipitation will probably be all rain. Monday and Tuesday should be dry with highs in the 50s, then there is another chance of rain from late Wednesday into Thursday. There is a slight chance that this one could be a winter storm instead of rain, but it too will probably be all rain.
