Regional School Forecast





Another day...another significant change to my forecast. I’m trying as hard as I can to be accurate and consistent with my forecast, but the weather hasn’t made a lot of sense lately and the computer models have been awful. Yesterday, for example, all the models predicted highs in the mid 50s. I went above that with a forecast high of 61 based on the fact that the past few days had been warmer, but even that wasn’t enough. The high was 73. Now, all of a sudden, snow is likely on Wednesday. Yesterday it looked like it would be an all-rain event, but the models have turned much colder in the past 24 hours. There is a slight chance that it could still be rain, but it now looks like an all-snow event. Snow should begin sometime between midnight Tuesday night and daybreak Wednesday morning, and continue through early to mid-afternoon Wednesday. The track of the storm is still uncertain and that will determine how much snow falls, but I am going with an early guess of 1-4 inches. Then, there is another chance of snow from late Thursday into Friday. See my Winter Weather Watch for more details on both of these potential winter storms. Next weekend looks fairly pleasant, then there is a chance of rain next Monday, March 21.
