Regional School Forecast





There haven’t been any significant changes in the forecast since this morning. Snow is still likely on Wednesday. My only concern is that the system may just barely miss us to the south. That is possible, but unlikely. In the most likely scenario, snow would begin sometime between midnight Tuesday night and daybreak Wednesday morning, and continue through early to mid-afternoon Wednesday. The track of the storm is still uncertain and that will determine how much snow falls, but I am going with an early guess of 1-4 inches. Then, another winter storm will move through from late Thursday through early Friday, and snow is likely again with that second system. For more details on the various scenarios that could play out with the first winter storm, as well as more details on the second winter storm, please see my Winter Weather Watch. Next weekend looks fairly pleasant, then there is a chance of rain next Monday, March 21.
