Regional School Forecast





As I expected, Wednesday’s storm has shifted a bit to the north, so it definitely won’t miss us to the south. Assuming it follows a path similar to current predictions, we should get several inches of snow. If it continues to shift northward, which is unlikely but slightly possible, it would be warmer and we might get more rain than snow. I decided to go with a forecast of 1 to 3 inches. I really wanted to go with 2-4”, but since the National Weather Service is calling for little or no accumulation (and I’m not really sure why), I didn’t want to go quite so high just in case they see something that I’m missing. But I feel fairly confident that we will get about 2 or 3 inches of snow with this first storm. Snow is likely again Thursday night into early Friday. Several more inches of snow may fall from this second storm. I will update the maps in my Winter Weather Watch in this evening’s update. After Friday, it looks like warmer, more spring-like weather will move in for good. There is a chance of rain around next Monday, March 21.
