Regional School Forecast





There hasn’t been much change to the forecast throughout the day. I still don’t understand why the National Weather Service is predicting mainly rain and no snow accumulation, but WSLS-channel 10’s forecast is now similar to mine (they are now predicting several inches for Southside), so I feel more confident now that I’m not out by myself in predicting more snow. I still feel like we will get 1-3 inches, although the warm temperatures today may cause the snow to have difficulty sticking to roads. I think it will eventually stick to roads, but roads will probably have much less accumulation than grass and other surfaces. Most of the precipitation will move out by midday or early afternoon Wednesday, then lingering light snow or rain is possible Wednesday afternoon. Wednesday night and Thursday should be dry, although it will remain cloudy. Snow is likely again Thursday night into early Friday. Several more inches of snow may fall from this second storm. I have updated the maps in my Winter Weather Watch, and I have outlined the various scenarios that could take place with the second winter storm (Thursday night). After Friday, it looks like warmer, more spring-like weather will move in for good. There is a chance of rain around next Monday, March 21.
