Regional School Forecast





Obviously I am worried about the forecast, since the temperature is still in the lower 40s. We are having the opposite problem from what normally happens during winter storms. Most of the time, surface temperatures are below freezing, but upper-air temperatures change the precipitation to sleet or freezing rain. This time, upper-air temperatures are cold enough for snow, but the surface temperatures are just too warm. However, the computer models are still predicting that the temperature will drop into the mid 30s over the next few hours and the precipitation will change from rain to snow. I think that will happen, so that is what I am forecasting. My previous accumulation forecast of 1-3 inches is now very unlikely, but an inch or so is still quite possible, as long as the temperature drops. The snow will end by mid-afternoon. Snow is no longer likely Thursday. The models have drastically changed that forecast and now predict a very weak system that will pass by to our south. Temperatures will warm up quite a bit after that. We could still have a cold day or two, for instance the models are predicting a strong cold front to move through around March 25. But for the most part it looks like the warm weather is here to stay starting Friday, and any cold weather will be short-lived.
