Regional School Forecast





The rain has finally changed to snow throughout the county. The idea behind my forecast was right all along (that colder air would filter in), but unfortunately my timing was way off. I thought the colder air would filter in much quicker, changing the precip over to snow sometime this morning. However, the cold air moved in much more slowly, and the rain didn’t change to snow until mid-afternoon. A batch of snow continues to slowly move through the area this evening, and light snow will continue through about 9 PM. There will probably be a break in the precip for a few hours after that, then more snow will move in after midnight and continue through late Thursday morning. I decided to raise my forecast accumulation back to 1-3 inches. Most locations already have an inch, and an additional inch or two is quite possible overnight and into Thursday morning. Roads will see less accumulation, however, as I am only expecting an inch or less on roads which are still relatively warm. Temperatures will warm up significantly after Thursday, with highs near 60 on Friday. Rain is possible next Monday and Tuesday, then again around next Friday (3/25).
