Regional School Forecast





As I said in Wednesday evening’s update, although my timing was way off, the general idea behind my forecast was correct. I predicted 1-3 inches, and although I thought that was going to fall on Wednesday instead of last night into today, the amount is going to end up being correct. Snow will continue through midday or early afternoon before coming to an end. Rain could mix in as the precip comes to an end, but the vast majority of it will fall in the form of snow. Total accumulations will range from 1 to 3 inches, with up to 4 inches possible in northwestern Henry County (Bassett area) where 2 to 3 inches has already fallen. Much warmer weather will move in on Friday, with highs around 60. There is a chance of rain showers Saturday afternoon; nothing significant, but we could get a brief shower or two. I have left a chance of rain in my forecast for next Monday, although it now looks like that system may miss us to the south. Even if it does shift northward, I don’t expect much rain from it. Next Wednesday is looking interesting. I think it will be too warm for snow, but the computer models are predicting several inches of snow for next Wednesday, so it is a possibility. Right now I would say it is about an 80% chance that it will be rain and a 20% chance it will be snow.
