Rain will continue through the late afternoon hours, and scattered thunderstorms are possible. The cold front will move through late this afternoon as the rain comes to an end, bringing cooler temperatures behind it. Highs on Wednesday and Thursday will be in the mid 50s. The latest computer model predictions agree with this, as they are predicting that very cold air will arrive sometime between December 5 and 7.
