Expect a partly cloudy sky today with highs in the lower 50s, then another cold front will move through late today. Friday will be sunny and a little colder with highs in the upper 40s. The forecast for Saturday suddenly looks very interesting. It now looks like the approaching system will arrive earlier than was previously forecast—sometime Saturday afternoon or evening. If it arrives early enough Saturday afternoon, we could see some sleet at the onset. However, surface temperatures will be well above freezing, so any sleet that falls will not accumulate. Also, upper-air temperatures will warm up quickly, and the precipitation will change over to all rain by Saturday evening. Rain will continue off and on through Sunday night, then a more significant rain event is likely on Monday. A very strong cold front will move through as the rain ends Monday afternoon or evening, and highs for the rest of next week will only be in the upper 30s to lower 40s even though it will be sunny.
