Discussion. A computer model is a sophisticated computer


that receives all the current data and outputs a forecast.


The forecasts go out between 2 and 16 days into the future


and are updated 1 to 4 times daily depending on the model.
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Hourly Forecast





(The chance that regional schools will be open.)
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Today will be sunny with highs in the upper 40s. It will turn cloudy tonight and Saturday, with rain likely from late Saturday through early Sunday. A little bit of sleet could mix in at the onset of the precipitation late Saturday afternoon, but it won’t be enough to worry about and it will be too warm to accumulate anyway. Sunday will be cloudy with a chance of scattered showers, then rain is likely again on Monday. It will be a cold rain, with temperatures only expected to be in the upper 30s. A cold front will move through late Monday, and temperatures will drop even lower. There is a possibility that we could get a little snow as the precipitation comes to an end Monday evening, but even if it does snow, I don’t think we will get very much. Tuesday and Wednesday will be sunny and cold with highs in the lower 40s. The forecast is looking very interesting for the end of next week. Yesterday, one computer model predicted a snowstorm next Friday, but I decided to wait and see if any other models started predicting it before including it in my forecast. Now, at least two models are predicting a fairly significant snowstorm late next week, on Thursday and/or Friday. Please see my Winter Weather Watch for further details on this potential winter storm.
