and are updated 1 to 4 times daily depending on the model.
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Hourly Forecast





(The chance that regional schools will be open.)
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Many of you are probably wondering what happened with today’s forecast high. Basically, there were two options for today’s forecast, and they regarded whether or not the warm front to our south would move through the area or not. I thought the warm front wouldn’t reach our area, and predicted a high of 52. But it did move through, and the temperature shot up to 66 this afternoon. However, aside from warming up roads so the snow may take a little longer to start sticking, today’s warmth does not change the forecast for Monday. The cold front is moving through the area this evening, and colder air will pour in behind it overnight. At the same time, a low-pressure system will move toward this area from the south. Rain is likely after midnight, but it will change over to snow Monday morning. For more details on Monday’s snowstorm, please see my Winter Weather Watch. After the snow ends Monday evening, the cold air will remain, and highs for the rest of the week will only be around 40. The potential winter storm for Thursday and Friday now looks less likely, as most computer models keep it well to our south—over Florida, where it would be all rain for people down there. We should warm up a little next weekend, with highs returning to around 50.

Forecast Discussion
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Sunday Night: Cloudy with a 60 percent chance of rain after midnight, possibly changing to snow late. Low 32 to 37. Wind from the northwest around 5 mph.


Monday: Rain early, changing to snow (most likely between 8 and 10 AM). Some sleet could mix with the snow in the afternoon. Temperatures falling to around 30. Snow accumulation is expected to range from 2 or 3 inches in southeastern Henry County to 6 or more inches in northwestern Henry County.


Monday Night: A slight chance of evening snow, then clearing overnight. Low 21 to 27. Wind from the northwest at 5 to 10 mph. Chance of rain 20%.


Tuesday: Sunny and cold. High 37 to 43. Wind from the northwest at 5 to 10 mph.
