Discussion. A computer model is a sophisticated computer


that receives all the current data and outputs a forecast.


The forecasts go out between 2 and 16 days into the future


and are updated 1 to 4 times daily depending on the model.

(The chance that regional schools will be open.)
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Everything still looks very good with regard to today’s snowstorm. The current temperature of 39 is actually several degrees colder than the computer models were predicting it to be at this time, which is good news for the rest of the day (if you like snow, that is). The big temperature drop will take place between now and 10 AM as colder air continues to pour into the area, and by mid-morning the temperature should fall into the lower 30s and snow should begin. It may be a little later than that out towards Ridgeway and Axton. I still feel confident in my general 3 to 6 inch forecast, but again, totals could be  a little lower than that in southeastern Henry County (Ridgeway) and a little higher in northwestern Henry County (Bassett). The snow will end this evening, and the next couple of days look sunny but cold with highs only in the upper 30s to lower 40s. The day after I decided to remove it from my forecast, all the computer models have now brought back Friday’s snowstorm, and there is another possibility of snow early next week. For more details on these two winter storms, as well as maps for today’s snowstorm, please see my Winter Weather Watch.
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Monday: Rain early, changing to snow (most likely between 8 and 10 AM). Some sleet could mix with the snow in the afternoon. Temperatures falling to around 30. Snow accumulation is expected to range from 2 or 3 inches in southeastern Henry County to 6 or more inches in northwestern Henry County.


Monday Night: A slight chance of evening snow, then clearing overnight. Low 21 to 27. Wind from the northwest at 5 to 10 mph. Chance of rain is 20 percent.


Tuesday: Sunny and cold. High 37 to 43. Wind from the northwest at 5 to 10 mph.


Tuesday Night: Clear and cold. Low 16 to 21. Light and variable wind.
